Greetings and welcome to the Worship Service! 

 

In today’s Bible reading (John 10:1-11) Jesus says that he is the Good Shepherd 

who gives his life for the sheep. Jesus explains the relationship between God and 

ourselves with two  images: The Good Shepherd and The  Sheep. God is like the 

Good Shepherd. The people of God are like the Sheep. (Psalm 23) 

 

Jesus is the Good shepherd and we are His sheep. These two images become 

clearer, when you read the  whole chapter of John 10. God has revealed in Jesus 

as the Good Shepherd. We relate to him as the Sheep, listening (tuning) to his 

voice. Jesus lead us and guides us. As the sheep, we will follow him. He seeks, 

finds  and rejoices with the lost sheep. (Luke 15). In other words, these two images, 

help us  to understand the nature of God and our relationship with him.  As the 

good Shepherd, Jesus is the image of the invisible God.
